Snow Removal from the AACO

During a typical storm (under 4
inches), snow removal operations
on County -maintained roadways
should be completed within 24 -36
hours after the end of the storm.

For more information regarding our
service levels during inclement
weather, please view our Trav el
Guide. In order to meet these
published levels of service, County
forces are supplemented with
contractor forces. The County
currently has a fleet of 72 dump
trucks and 84 other pieces of snow
removal equipment that can be
used during a winter storm
response. This includes heavy
construction equipment such as
road graders, skidsteer loaders, and
backhoes that would only be used
for snow removal under the most
severe winter conditions. Our fleet
is supplemented with approximately
150 pieces of contractor  -owned
snow removal equipment. This
contractor fleet is on retainer with
Anne Arundel County and is
available for any winter operation.
However, during a declared blizzard
emergency, Anne Arundel County
forces, even supplemented by
contractor forces, may no  t meet our
Travel Guideods
service.

During significant storm events
(over 4" of accumulation), our
Department Operations Center is
activated. It is staffed around the
clock to coordinate Countywide
snow removal operations and can
activate its own Call Center to assist
in answering citizen concerns if call
volumes dictate. You can reach our
Department Operations Center at

Page.

Recycling Christmas Trees,
Wreaths, Etc.

Natural garland, wreaths and
Christmas trees are yard waste that
are chipped into mulch, a valuable
soil covering. AA County will pick up
these items for you.

Please remove tree stand, tree
bags, metal ornament hangers and
all decorations. If your tree is more
than four feet tall, it must be cut in
hal f in
truck.

Natural garland, wreaths, and
Christmas trees willbe ¢ ollected on
your regular recycling day. Place at
the curb before 6:00 AM on your
regular recycling day.
